Candidate Introductions by Town - First Selectman candidates appearing on the November 
ballot will be introduced in turn, in ballot order (Row A, B, C where applicable). Each candidate (or 
designee) will have up to five minutes to speak at the podium to: 

• Introduce themselves and their running mates, 
• Highlight key campaign priorities, and remark on issues most important to their community
